Extreme Long Shot:  
Show your subject from a distance.

Long Shot:  
Show your subject from head to toe.

Medium Long Shot:  
Show your subject from the knees up.

Medium Shot:  
Show your subject from the waist up.

Medium Close-Up:  
Show your subject from the chest up.

Close-Up:  
Focus on your subject’s head and face.

Extreme Close-Up:  
Zoom tight on a facial feature,  

like the eyes.
